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GOLDSBORO GETS ELKS IN 1921

H. P. Dortch of That City Elected President.

FOR ELK DORMITORY

Committee Named to Take Up Ques​tion of Elks Erecting Dormitory at Jackson Training School-Parade a Feature.

Owing to rain interfering with the entertainment features of the Elks convention yesterday afternoon the business session was continued thru​out the evening and much of the work which was scheduled for today was transacted, and the business wound up, and today will be devoted entirely to pleasure and festivities, the chief features being the barbecue at the fair grounds this afternoon and a dance at the McCanless garage tonight.

At the business session yesterday afternoon Goldsboro was selected as the place for holding the 1921 con​vention and H. P. Dortch of that city was elected president; J. W Harring​ton, of Washington, first vice-president; W. G. Frazier, of Durham, sec​ond vice-.president, and T. L. Kehoe, of New Bern, secretary and treasur​er, this being Mr. Kehoe's eleventh time to be chosen for this office, he having been the first secretary of the state organization.

The report of the secretary read at the afternoon session yesterday show​ed practically every lodge in the state to be in a healthy condition both fi​nancially and in membership. Two lodges that had dropped from the state association renewed their mem​bership in the same, these being Wil​mington and Rocky Mount.

The "big, brother" movement was en​dorsed and given impetus, the Boy Scouts were approved and a committee was appointed to take up the question of the building of an Elk dormitory at the Jackson Training School near Concord.

The skies cleared somewhat before, the hour of the parade and this was pulled off without a hitch. There were four bands and a drum corps and about one thousand EIks in line, the parade being headed by decorated au​tomobiles in which rode the state officers and others. The chief attractions in the procession were uniformed drum corps from New Bern and the delegation of High Point Elks, every member' of the latter wearing a full dress suit. There was keen rivalry for the loving cup for the lodge hav​ing the greatest number in the parade, mileage-considered; and also appear​ance counting 40 per cent, and High Point was the winner of this cup,' a beautiful thing, and which was on ex​hibition in the Elk club. The parade was a most creditable one and was witnessed by large crowd.

After the parade there was a smoker in the club room and at 9:15 almost the entire delegation repaired to the Strand theatre where a special vaudeville show was given.

A ball game in on the program for today and from 2 to 6 p. m. a big barbecue and Brunswick stew is to take place at the fair grounds where the local entertainment committee has arranged to feed one thousand people. From 6 to 8 o'clock there will be a smoker in the club and from 9 to 12 there will be a dance at the McCanless garage to which all ladies are Invited and only men exhibiting Elk cards will be admitted.
